In Iran, 

just before the March spring festival, people empty 

their houses of all their furniture.

People bring flowers and 

herbs indoors too so their homes smell fresh and 

clean. 

New Year is often celebrated with friends, so my 

final story is from Denmark. If you are in Denmark 

at New Year, you will probably see piles of broken 

plates outside front doors.
